Welcome & Overview

Following the Council Member introductions, the minutes of February 8th, 2006 were unanimously approved.

The ITOP Coordinator, John Weber provided Council Members with an update on the ITOP activities and tasks.  The Coordinator also distributed Letters of Commitment to the new Council Members. He recommended that their agency directors sign and return the Commitment Letter to his office.  Also, John distributed to the full Council -a March Youth Transition Workshop & Training Community Calendar and the flyer for the Health Care Transition Workshop- scheduled for March 27th, 2006 at Support For Families.

Update on ITOP Conference Planning Committee (ICPC):
Paul reported that due a number of factors, the ICPC recommended to postpone the ITOP Conference until Spring 2007.  The Planning Committee is considering the possibility of holding a forum in the Fall.. Discussion followed.  Juno recommended that ITOP Council move forward with a June Parent Professional Workshop (PPW). Support for Families (SFCD) would take the lead to coordinate with key agencies and organize the workshop. Juno also mentioned that the June PPW training is inline with the SFCD’s and ITOP Council contractual commitment.  
The ITOP Council agreed and unanimously endorsed the June10th Parent Professional Workshop.  
Also, Denzel, John and Debbie, informed the Council about the progress and planning efforts with SFUSD & SELPA to provide Age Appropriate Person -Centered -Transition -Planning -Training for teachers, workability staff and special needs department heads.  They will keep the Council updated on this training.
Summary of Strategies
John, Juno and Paul carefully outlined the strategy planning process. Juno distributed a draft list of strategies grouped under the ITOP Goals. The Council read and reviewed each Goal. It was emphasized to Council Members that the strategy hand-out is not final a decision, but rather a helpful tool to assist the Council in making a determination on the final strategies. Juno encouraged Council Members to take the draft document home to review it more thoroughly and add any strategies they felt were missing.
Paul distributed the results of the strategy prioritizing exercise from the February 8th ITOP meeting. Council Members collectively worked on additional strategies they strongly felt were missing under Goal 7- Comprehensive System Network. The additional strategies recommended by the Council Members were charted.
Agency Presentations:

Dr. Wilde of City of City College provided an in-depth presentation on DSPS services. Judy Doane from Department of Rehabilitation is slated for presentation in April.

The Mayor will swear- in the Transitional Youth Task Force on March 15th2006.  ITOP Council members John Weber, Paul Gibson and Debbie Benitez are members of the Task Force as well as two JVS Youth Advisory Council members: Ammy Joseph and Jeremiah Wright. Also, UC Berkeley’s Goldman’s School of Public Policy and the City and County of San Francisco will host a “policy in practice” round table.
