Welcome & Overview
Introductions

Members introduced themselves. A motion was made to approve the April 14, 2006 minutes. The minutes were approved unanimously with one correction. 
ITOP Coordinator’s Report
John reviewed with members the important ITOP housekeeping areas. He also explained to members about the importance of the Roster Sheet, Youth & Parent Stipend Sign-in Sheets, and New Member Sign-in Sheet. He also encouraged youth on ITOP Council members to apply for the Youth Commission. The Youth Commission contacted the ITOP Coordinator to encourage ITOP Youth Council Members to apply. Lastly, John announced the PPW June 10th workshop on housing and employment options for professional, parents and transition-aged youth with developmental disabilities. He encouraged members to outreach to parents and youth in their perspective agencies.
Summary of Strategies – Goal 4, 5, 6

Juno brought the Interagency Council up-to-date on the strategic plan process organized under the 7 goals. Following a brief discussion, Juno facilitated and charted members’ strategy suggestions- under Goal 4, 5, 6.

Strategic Direction

Juno explained a requested approval to place the strategies that the ITOP Council have been organizing under the 7 goals – to instead place the strategies under (6) categories themes that better address the strategies.

1. Involve youth and their families at all levels.

2. Provide youth, their families and providers with quality, accurate information and trainings.

3. Connect youth and support to support and opportunities.

4. Coordinate direct services into comprehensive network.

5. Ensure resources are available.

6. Educate public about youth and increase disability awareness.

Members were assured that their recommended strategies will not be lost or omitted in this process. ITOP members were also encouraged to add additional themes they feel could assist the Council in our effort to better organize the strategies. The next meeting is June 14th.  Council Members will begin the initial round of strategy cuts.
