Members asked the following questions:

· Members asked about the funding challenges and financial status of the ITOP Project.  John & Laurie provided a brief update about the project funders, California, Workforce Investment Board and State Council on Developmental Disabilities. John and Laurie also shared with the council the activities and effort to secure and maintain funding for the ITOP Project.  Members felt that additional discussion may be needed..
Strategic Planning Document-
Carolyn presented a brief review of the history and strategic plan process for the new attendees. She reviewed the Draft Strategic Plan with members.. She also encouraged feedback and modification from individual members. She also encouraged to members to either forward their hard copy edits to her at the end of the meeting or submit their edits via e-mail to ITOP Coordinator. Several Council members need additional time to submit edits to the ITOP Strategic Plan therefore the edit submission deadline was extended to next Friday, September 22, 2006.  
Council Members recommended the following: 

· A “forward” should be developed with a short paragraph that clarifies transition age youth as youth in “all living situations”.  This list should have major types of youth subgroups: youth in school, out of school, foster care, homeless and hard to reach youth etc. 
· We should clarify to readers that the list of youth subgroups is not all inclusive. 
· The strategic plan should reference other state strategic plans, i.e., ITOP State Strategic Plan, New Ways To Work Frame Work and the California Strategic Employment Plan.
Measurement Performance

Members were not clear on the draft performance measures. .  MIG will revamp the questions for the performance measure and resubmit them to the ITOP Council for Review.
Members applauded and thanked Carolyn, Diana for their assistance and commitment to the ITOP Project.
Announcements:

Laurie Ackerman (JVS) presented information about the “Transition Dream Team”.  The TDT is comprised of SFUSD - SELPA and Special Education Services, CA Department of Rehabilitation, ITOP, and JVS.  The goals of the TDT include improving transition services provided in the schools by providing training to school staff and connecting school staff and students to resources.  The TDT plans to make a presentation at the next Special Education Department Head meeting about training options and find out the best ways to connect with staff at the various school sites.  
At the most recent TDT meeting, Denzel McCollum (SFUSD) proposed a Spring Opportunity and Resource Fair for 11th and 12th graders in April.  This Resource Fair fits with the ITOP strategic plan activities, and could be a good project for ITOP agencies to help with.  Laurie asked the Council members if they would be interested in participating, and there was a general consensus to support the Spring Opportunity / Resource Fair.
