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Introduction and Overview

Approval of Minutes

ITOP Youth Council Report
ITOP Youth Council Membership Application – posted on website, e-mail, newsletters. Currently, an ITOP flyer is  being drafted. Also Sam reported that draft of logo is being completed. It was recommended that we place the report of the Health Food Walk Report onto YELP.

ITOP Contributor Report
Transition Dream Team- John reported that the next dream team meeting is scheduled for June 12, 2008 at 755 South Van Ness.  The group hopes to discuss a plan to organize a Community Resource Fair at one of the Adopt –A School site this fall.   Also the Team hopes to work closely with Linda Ellis and the school district to develop a tutoring program designed to assisting the students who can not pass the CHASEE.  Finally, the TDT members are currently developing a onsite resource sheet of community programs that are currently partnering within each of the Adopt – A School sites.  Robin, David Wax , Linda and members of the TDT will be presenting Certificates of Appreciation to the teachers, Para-professionals and principles involved in the Adopt  A School program at the School District Board Meeting on June 10th at 7pm. The ITOP coordinator will also present ITOP Certificate of Appreciation on behalf of the ITOP Transition Dream Team, SFCD and JVS.

DCYF Proposal -Deidre Hayden, the SNIP Coordinator reported that the DCYF Proposal Contract was submitted successfully. John  will closely monitor  the Strategies propsed for year 2 Action Plan that we agreed to accomplish by the end of the contract.  It is still critical that ITOP continue to develop a strategy to secure long term funding.
The Found Generation update
John & Juno provided a brief overview of the Found Generation. It is currently looking for funding and safe appropriate location. Paul Ogilvie, of GGRC stated that effective 7/1/08 current rates for negotiated services will be frozen. The rates for new services established after 71/08 will be set at the state –wide median rate.  GGRC will be unable to negotiate the rates after June 30th.
Strategic Plan
Adopt-A-School Program
John agreed follow-up with the participants by writing a thank you letter to the participants of the Adopt- A –School Program.  The participant can use this letter as a Letter of Recommendation for College admission.  John will completely respect and follow the confidentiality requirements. Next year we hope to replicate the program into 2 additional schools. I encouraged ITOP partners to continue to provide the support to maintain the success of the participants in the Adopt A School Program

Jack Wilde provided an update by conference call:
· (56) students
· (73%) have come back for an appointment. Historically, the rate is about 5% to 8% return back for their test appointment.

· (17%) came for 2nd.

· (43%) 3rd appointment.

· (61%) for 4th appointment – this translated in a $600 payment by the state for each student!

Adopt-A-School Next Steps & Suggestions
The school district has to have specific points of contact to follow through with the current student involved in the Adopt –A –School program.  It was strongly encouraged to partner with the member of the ITOP council who work and a daily basis with students one-on one with financial aide, housing and employment needs. The question was raised, when student takes a placement test, do they take the ESL test? I was suggested that lots of support is needed in this area.

Work Plan and Year 2 Strategies
The council reviewed year 2 strategies. The question was asked for strategy A2, what is the criteria to choose which schools we provide the onsite resource fair. Members reviewed the 2008-2009 Action Work Plan. In addition members provided input and clarification other specific action steps. John will the plan and place it on the ITOP website.
