Meeting called to order at 1:10 p.m.

Welcome and Overview

Members briefly introduced themselves. New members made mention of their organization.
Minutes

The minutes were approved unanimously.

ITOP Coordinators Report
John reported on several items. He provided the council with an update and progress report on the Thank You Letter for the High School Transition Resource Fair for Juniors and Seniors with Disabilities, and the on-line ITOP Council Survey.  He also presented and made recommendation of the Next Steps to the Action Plan for Year One Strategies. Martha Acacio and John participated in the California Institute for Mental Health Panel Discussion on Transition Aged youth. They stated that the event was well received and  attended. The panel discussion occurred on June 1 in Burlingame and focused on building community collaborations to improve services for youth with disabilities, particularly in the mental health system.  John also informed Council member that Ammy Joseph, (past Co-Chair of the ITOP Youth Council), was selected through a highly competitive process to participate as a delegate and leader on the Mobility International USA (MIUSA) 2007 US/Costa Rica Youth Leadership and Cross- Cultural Prospective on Disability Rights Exchange Program, June 20- July 5, 2007.  Ammy is required to conduct a debriefing with her peers and adult supporters about her experiences.  Finally, coordinator announced that SFCD successfully received the 1 year grant from the State Council on Developmental Disabilities.

Youth Council Report
Sam announced that the ITOP Council is actively seeking to recruit more members from the general public and high school to serve on the ITOP Youth Council.  Due to additional time constraints, Ammy has submitted her resignation to serve as Co-Chair to the ITOP Coordinator.  He stated that she will remain active on the ITOP Youth Council.  Immediately following the full ITOP Council meeting, the ITOP youth member met to establish a new meeting date and time for the ITOP Youth Council Meeting. The new meeting date and times are every 1st Wednesday of the Month from 4:30 to 6:00pm at Support for Families. The youth council members, with the assistance of the Coordinator, are planning a kick -off of Summer Event for Youth involvement on the ITOP Youth Council. The planning meeting is scheduled for July 17th at SFCD from 4:30 to 6:00pm, at SFCD conference room.  Members elected Daisy Ambia to serve as the new Co-Chair.  The ITOP Coordinator was asked to serve as the Outreach Sub-committee Chair, until they are able to fill the position in the upcoming meeting.  The office of Secretary is now open, due to Daisy’s new role as Co-Chair. 
Strategic Plan
Members of the Transition Dream Team reviewed typed the pros and cons of the Transition Resource Fair from the April Meetings. 
Progress Report on Outreach
Juno, John and Laurie reported out to the Council on the three agencies they meet with this month regarding the ITOP Comprehensive Strategic Plan: HSA, CCS, Transition Age Youth Parent Discussion Group. 
Council Members received hand-outs that outline the specific strategies that needed their input. Member provided their recommendation on replicable models, best practices, presenters, or tools and resources that will help us to better understand and implement the year 1 strategies. This will also help to make the ITOP Council Meetings more informative. Members were asked to review the selected strategies in the handouts distributed to them and to e-mail John and Laurie with their additional suggestions and recommendations. The next steps are to finish review the strategies for input, secondly, and prioritize the strategies and thirdly, schedule knowledgeable speakers.
