Introduction and Overview

Coordinator’s Report:
John also passed out and reviewed the agenda packet with the Council Members. The written announcements were included in the packet. He also provided member with the highlights of the agenda.  John reported on successful meetings and activities of the Youth Council. John stated he include a Youth Council report to the ITOP Interagency Council agenda. He also gave a brief update on Mayors Transitional Youth Task Force (MTYTF) Focus Groups held here at SFCD with ITOP Youth Council Members. 11 youth with disabilities, and 2 parents participated in focus Group. He will provide the council with the focus Group results as soon as they are available through the (MTYTF).
Finally, he shared with members the progress of College Living Experience in opening a Center here in the California, in the Monterey area http://www.cleinc.net/ .
Youth Council Report
The Co-Chairs of the Youth Council shared with members the Youth Councils’ goals, objectives, proposed activities, and organizational structure.  The Co-Chairs generally thought that the Youth Council is off to a good start.  More emphasis will be placed on recruiting and outreach (across disabilities) to encourage additional youth to participate on the Youth Council.

Strategic Outreach Plan 
Members reviewed the ITOP Strategic Plan Outreach Grid of Major Agencies.  The Grid listed all liaisons of each agency and the director(s). Each liaison provided specific feedback and suggestions regarding the best ways to contact their agency directors to request a meeting, the appropriate point person, and best time to contact the point person.  Members recommend additional Agencies the Council should schedule meetings with after the major agencies meetings have been accomplished. Those suggested agencies were:

· Mayor’s Office of Criminal Justice

· Mayor’s Office on Disabilities

· Mayor’s Office of Economic and Workforce Development

· Park & Recreation (Linda D.)

· Board of Supervisors

· School Board / Superintendent / Deborah McKnight

John will call each of the liaisons to coordinate and facilitate the scheduling of a meeting with their Agency’s director and his or her designee(s). He will also send a letter requesting a meeting to the Agency Directors and CC: the Liaison and other appropriate designees.  Finally, he will draft a calendar of  Juno’s and Laurie’s availability, and forward this information to the liaisons.
Strategic Plan

John reviewed the ITOP Council’s Year 1 Strategies and the Action Plan Grid. Members received hand-outs of each of these items.  There are 11 strategies in year 1 where the ITOP Council serves as the Lead role/agency.  The Group Collectively completed the Strategy D1 together.  The group separated into 3 groups.  Each group was assigned 3 strategies to complete.  Each group was encouraged to present 1 action plan to the full council. The Action plan Grid was enlarged 3x4 for presentation.  Members were given a template of possible evaluation questions based on the 7 ITOP Goals as a reference tool.

John and Dianne provided a brief status report on the outstanding documents; Landscape, Needs Assessment & Needs Assessment Appendix. The Steering Committee is making steady and strong progress.
