Introduction and Overview

Members briefly introduced themselves.   Members unanimously approved the minutes dated 2/14/07 with two corrections.
Coordinator’s Report:
John also passed out and reviewed the agenda packet with the Council Members. The written announcements were included in the packet. He also provided members with the highlights of the agenda.  John reported on the positive feedback from the community about of the ITOP website.  John informed  the Council that he will attending the joint quarterly meeting of the Governor’s Committee and the California Health Incentive Improvement Project ( CHIIP) March 7 -9th.   The CHIIP will have joint meeting with the Disability Navigators (DPN).  DPNs are stationed at most One Stop Centers throughout the state.  They are tasked with providing One Stop consumers with disabilities with information and links to community resources.  John also reiterated the strategic plan outreach appointment process with the directors’ liaisons. In addition, he requested that assistance of the liaison to help with calendaring the appointment within their agencies. He deferred the update of the Transition Resource Fair to Judy, Laurie Martha and Robin.  The Transition Dream Team Members provided the ITOP Council with an detailed report on the progress of the March 22, Resource Fair for High School Juniors and Seniors with Disabilities. 
Youth Council Report
The Co-Chairs of the Youth Council shared with members the Youth Councils’ goals, objectives, proposed activities, and organizational structure.  The Youth council meets every first Thursday of the month.  The Youth Council, Outreach Subcommittee will discuss and develop and Outreach Plan to recruit transition with disabilities aged 14-24 at the next Youth Council meeting on March 1, 2007 from 4-6pm at SFCD. 
Strategic Outreach Plan 
John provided major agencies with Juno’s and Laurie’s availability in a calendar format. John re-reviewed the Strategic Plan Outreach Appointment Project. He also clarified the purpose of the appointments.  Individual’s liaisons to the major agencies asked questions and provided feedback.  Members were pleased with the scheduling process and offered their support and making the scheduling process smoother. All liaisons received e-mail copies of the Strategic Plan Outreach/Appointment letter.
Strategic Plan

John distributed the one year Action plan from last meeting of the strategies where ITOP serves as the lead role.  Members reviewed the ITOP Council’s Year 1 Strategies and the Action Plan Grid. Members were asked to break into the 3 original groups from the  February 14th meeting.  Each group was asked to revisit their action plan to modify or clarify any information they neglected to include.  Representative from each group reported out on their activities. .  The Action plan Grid was enlarged 3x4 for presentation.  Members were given a template of possible evaluation questions based on the 7 ITOP Goals as a reference tool.  Agencies that were identified as the lead role for year one strategies were asked to come to the front of the room.  Each liaison was  given an opportunities to obtain ideas and input from the Council as they prepare to complete their action plans for the March 14th  ITOP meeting..

John and Dianne provided a brief status report on the outstanding documents; Landscape, Needs Assessment & Needs Assessment Appendix. The Steering Committee is making steady and strong progress.
