Introduction and Overview

Members briefly introduced themselves.   Members unanimously approved the minutes dated 2/14/07 with two corrections.
Coordinator’s Report:
John provided a very brief Coordinator report this month.  He reminded the members that there is a  cross link between Transition & Disability issues in the larger Mainstream discussion of all Youth in Transition.  There is an urgent need to educate the general public about the specific challenges facing San Francisco youth with disabilities. He also informed the group about the upcoming Statewide Work-Ability Conference scheduled for March 26, 2007 at the Marriott Hotel.

Youth Council Report
