5. Let families decide on the best transition services for their Youth (Sp. Ed.)

SFUSD  AREAS OF IMPROVEMENT

1. Increase communication with parents about transition

2. There is some resistance to transition planning at the school level and within the classrooms

3. The shift to develop transitions plans that extend 5 years after students exit SFUSD is not universally understood. 

4. The need to improve Vocational  assessment program to match student interest-to-job program

5. Addressing all areas of the  transition planning

6. Hold teacher(s) accountable in writing effective IEPs.   

7. Support and develop a family organized transition organization.  

8. Lack of vocational programs at City College and/ or SFUSD that is disability appropriate for transition-age youth which will result in successful participation from all parties involved. 

9. Families need more information about transition: who can do what,  for whom.

10. Increase student and teacher participation in transition resource and information fairs.
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
