· John informed the group about the HRC possible restructuring of its committees.  It is possible that the Employment Committee of the HRC may be dissolved.  The Transitional Youth Task Force did not meet this month.  A date for December has not yet been confirmed.

Old Business

I. INFORMATION AND TRAINING ne
Transition Dream Team Update (On-site High School Resource Fair) Robin, Linda, Jack
· Judy reported that our Lincoln on-site resource fair was one of the most successful fairs to date.  We had 18-20 vendors. Approximately 75 youth and 14 volunteer and 4 parents attended the fair.  The structure of the resource fair was very smooth and flowing.  We improved on the delivery of services at this site.  Vendors were given an orientation and suggested ways to connect with youth.  This fair was restructured to have juniors attend first, then seniors. The school Vice-Principal and David Wax and John Weber provided a brief welcome and explanation of the purpose of the Transition Fair.
Transition Track for SFCD I&R Conference, Linda T. / Jacy C.
· Linda Tung gave the group an update on the transition track topics and information. She also asked for input from members about a more detailed description for the “ABC’s of a Transition IEP” workshop.  Members provided suggestion for this specific workshop.  The IRC Team meets the first Monday of the month.
II. SUPPORT & OPPORTUNITIES

Adopt-A-School Project in 3 Schools – Jack/Robin
· We have selected Mission High School and Thurgood Marshall as the new Adopt-A-School site. The TDT members and SFUSD administration have already met with Mission High School officials. Mission High was very elated to be selected.  On December 12 selected members of the ITOP Dream Team are scheduled to meet with Thurgood Marshall School officials.  This cycle the TDT has agreed to develop a dual release form for the members, in order provide more follow-up services for youth who participate in Adopt-A-School.  The goal is to make sure the TDT members have equal access to youth in order to reduce students’ drop-out and to link students with needed services in a faster manner.
ITOP Youth Council – increase membership to 20 youth – Daisy
· There was no report this month.  However there have been 3 outreach activities last month for youth with disabilities. This outreach and the ITOP application distribution included Washington High School with approximately 40 ITOP applications distributed, and this month at Lincoln High School with approximately 65 ITOP Youth Council applications distributed.
Youth Led IEP Project – Ben 
· There is nothing significant to report.  In Ben’s absence, John reported that the IEP youth group continues to meet to edit the 3 primary documents. Members are making progress.
Quarterly meeting with the Special Education, SELPA Director /Secondary Administrator –  J. Weber 
· John and David Wax provided the council with an overview of the November 21st Quarterly meeting with SELPA Director /Secondary Administrator.  The meeting was very productive and promising.  The next quarterly meeting is scheduled for February 11th, 2009 after the ITOP meeting.
III. OUTREACH
Presentations related to Transition at 3 citywide agencies – J. Weber & Daisy
· John reported that he is scheduled to do the ITOP presentation tomorrow, December 12th at Department of Rehabilitation from 10-11:30 am. He is working with Ken Stein from the Mayor’s Office on Disabilities to conduct a presentation in late January.  John will be asking 2 other ITOP representatives to join him during this presentation as well as a youth representative. The Mayor’s Council on Disability is televised on the city channel. This will help ITOP with public exposure.
IV.   SUSTAINING
Securing of funding for ITOP Council – J. Weber
· John provided a strong appeal to request members to continue to provide ITOP with leads and suggestions for securing funding to continue ITOP.  Members discussed the current bleak state of the economy and the financial system. Members were greatly optimistic about ITOP and its future.
