Found Generation
John reported on the meeting with the ARC representatives.  The group felt that we continue to look at other agencies that may be interested in the Found Generation. It was suggested that we look at Creativity Explored as a possible location.
ITOP Youth Council Report
Amy discussed the next ITOP social gathering and Health Walk is scheduled on July 1, 2008. The meeting will take place at Java Café on Ocean Street.
Adopt-A-School Program
The Board of Education presentation and awards of certificates to teachers, students and principals involved in the Adopt-A-School Program occurred on  June 10th..  Individuals commented on the collaboration model of the project, and multiple contacts with youth.

CAHSEE 
David Wax provided an update of the CAHSEE Training Program.
He reported that there were approximately 55 students participating in the program. David informed the members that another lawsuit has been filed regarding test taking requirements and standards for Exit Exam for students with disabilities. This new lawsuit may put a stay on the test taking requirements for youth with disabilities. The question was posed to the youth present, what will make youth more interested in participating with taking the CASHEE training program?  Youth commented that computers are a big hook to get youth in the door. Through free computer use students can then be informed on how to take the CAHASEE, GED.

Strategic Planning
Member made general comments and observation concern successful transitions. The ITOP Coordinator distributed the “Transition to Adult Living Guide.”

· Members committed that teachers who believed in youth are extremely helpful to ensure a student is successful in their transition.
· Keep a central person/teacher in a student life that could serve as a daily mentors will help youth gain personal success.
