Strategic Plan
Funding Strategies for ITOP Council

Juno Duenas provided a backdrop and clear explanation of the tenuous future DCYF funding through the Special Needs Inclusion Projects.  DCYF representative, Marlo Simmons clarified the Department’s position.  She informed the group that while funding is limited in the upcoming year, no final decisions have been made regarding DCYF refunding ITOP.  Her attendance and purpose was to collect information and to better understand the activities, role and progress of ITOP and the Interagency Council.  The ITOP Coordinator distributed a comprehensive progress report of year one strategies.  He also provided a separate document outlining year 2 strategies from the ITOP Comprehensive Strategic Plan. John review the progress report with the ITOP members and highlighted a few important areas of progress and positive influences on system changes within transition. Members reviewed the documents and asked questions and provided input.
Immediately following this discussion, Juno facilitated a discussion about how ITOP has positively influenced members in the specific areas of transition. Members were also asked to provide suggestions for possible future funding for ITOP.  The participants provided their thoughts and suggestion. Juno charted the information that ITOP members provided. On-Line Computer Vocational Assessment Program
Rebekka Jez, Special Education Teacher and Robin Lewis, provided an in-depth presentation about the on-line Career Vocational Assessment Program. The pair demonstrated the software program. ITOP members were able to view the software program on big screen projections.  Members were very impressed with the information presented and the response from the youth who are accessing the programs.  It was clarified, as long as the youth is signed up with a “Career Locker “ sign-on pin, he/she may access his/her information from any computer.  This is a great way for local CBOs to assist these students after school within their specific programs.  Members had opportunities asks questions and share their ideas.
